Workshop 2: Improving Your Public Speaking Skllls

The emphasis will be on delivery, with-hands on exercises where participants will practice speaking in
front of their peers. We will use acting techniques and video to help speakers gain confidence and
improve their delivery.

Workshop 3: How to Communicate your Science
Date: 6 Sept 2017 (08.30-17.00) ’

A fun and interactive communication workshop for a group of bright and motivated young researchers.
The workshop will cover the range of skills needed to enable the researchers to effectively promote
themselves, to define the impact of their research, and to communicate their science to a wide and
variable audience, using the plethora of tools available today.

The workshop will mix information and hands on sessions and will take into consideration the fact that
the participants may be non-native English speakers. There will be opportunities for individuals to
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skills, applying the lessons learnt in the information sessions. Teamwork, co-creation and feedback will
be a central part of the process.
