RATIONALE & BACKGROUND

Biodiversity-Based Economy Development Office (Public Organization), known as BEDO,
was founded by the Royal Decree on the Establishment of the Biodiversity-Based Economy
Development Office B.E. 2550 on July 17, 2007. With the ultimate goal to create
employment, income, and opportunities for the local communities, BEDO is to promote the
management of biodiversity resources utilization for economic purposes, to encourage
conservation of biodiversity and traditional knowledge, as well as to research and collate
information on such bioresources. BEDO’s mission is to promote and support any activities
related to biodiversity and biodiversity-based economy development. BEDO was also
assigned to be one of the organizations to review, revise, and integrate the Country
Strategies and Action Plans on Biodiversity to be clear and completely covered the issues
including the access and utilization, conservation, sustainable development, fairness and
equitable benefit sharing to local communities.

During the past ten years, as an organization directly involved with biodiversity and
traditional knowledge, BEDO has been continuously developed and expanded the
collaborative network with various related organizations both domestically and internationally
in terms of biodiversity management and bio-economy development. In the fourth years
BEDO has also expanded the collaborative network in both the same region and different
regions to be prepared for the Thailand Mega Project on National Inventory of Genetic
Resources with Potential Value and Utilization to establish the National Databases with
Complete Management System for Collection, Protection, Conservatlon and Services. The
Mega Project was approved to be started in 2014.

Hence, the First International Forum on Biodiversity and Biobanking was initiated in
September 2015, BEDO provided platform for Thailand Biodiversity and BioBanking
Activities from both local and international experts including the expert from Scotland, named
Dr.Keith harding whose unforgettable words "You sit on the hidden treasure of biodiversity"
had been the important inspiration statement of BEDO for Biodiversity and BioBanking
Activities. A year later, BEDO started the bioresources conservation at the community level.
By coordinating with local community, local government authority and the local academic
institution, the first Longan Community BioBank was established and officially opened in
December 12, 2017.

In 2016, BEDO celebrated Her Ninth Year Anniversary with organizing the Second
International Conference on Biodiversity, Biopreservation and BioBanking of Economically
Important Genetic Resources, this event was graciously opened by Her Royal Highness
Princess Maha Chakri Sirinthorn. In the Conference, a number of 21 international guest
speakers were invited from 11 countries emphasized on National Policy and Strategies for
Biodiversity BioBanking Management, BioBanking Sustainability in the Long-term and
Countries Report on Biodiversity, Biopreservation on Plant Genetic Resource.

This year of 2018, the Fourth Thailand Biodiversity BioBank Conference and
Workshop: 2018 International Forum on Community BioBank: Thailand Initiatives is
taking place in Bangkok from September 12" to 15%, 2018. BEDO will focus on topics
related to the exploration of wealth from biodiversity stored in communities’ territories.
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Conference Sessions will cover country policy, Community BioBank model, ASEAN
biodiversity management from ACB perspective and panel discussion on Community
Biodiversity BioBank: Next Steps to Capacity Strengthening and Mutual Collaboration.
